Denise is Director of reunite International Child Abduction Centre, the leading UK charity specializing in international parental child abduction and the movement of children across international borders.

Denise joined reunite in 1993 and is responsible for the overall development of the organisation.  In this role she has led many initiatives and research projects into issues of concern to those who use reunite´s services and also areas of research which will make a useful contribution to the debate surrounding the manner in which abduction matters are dealt with.   

Denise qualified as a family mediator in 2000 and led the reunite research project to consider the use of mediation in cases of international child abduction under the 1980 Hague Convention.  She has presented papers at many conferences across Europe and has engaged in worldwide speaking on the use of mediation in cases of international parental child abduction, reunite’s mediation model and the reasons for its success.

Denise has made numerous television appearances and featured in a 10- episode television series to promote the work and role of reunite and raise awareness of international parental child abduction.  

Denise serves on numerous committees and working groups and regularly provides training to government departments and statutory bodies. 

Denise received an OBE for her services to international child abduction in the 2000 Queen's Birthday Honours List.
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
